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READING’S TANYA BUDD NAMED YOUNG ENGINEER FOR BRITAIN 2005

James Malin, from Oakham, wins Duke of York’s Award for Electronics

London, Tuesday, 13 September, 2005… Tanya Budd (18) of Waingels College, Reading, who lives in Winnersh, was this evening named Young Engineer for Britain 2005, scooping the £2,500 prize.  Tanya’s winning project, called “Hypo Hoist”, is designed for one person to be able to rescue sailors who have fallen overboard and may be unconscious and suffering from hypothermia.  The device enables the sailor in distress to be retrieved single-handedly from the water in a sail-like cradle and rolled gently onto the deck for resuscitation.  

Tanya commented, “When recovering someone from the sea, to guard against the effects of hypothermia and risks of unconsciousness, it is important to keep them in a horizontal position, that is what Hypo Hoist is designed to do.  I am absolutely thrilled to have won this award.”
James Malin (16) of Oakham School, Rutland, won The Duke of York’s Award for the best Electronics project.  This was an electronic, radio-controlled device to let fire teams know if anyone is still in a blazing building.  The system involves placing a transmitter in a wrist watch, a pendant or on clothing, this sends a signal to strategically placed receiver units in the building, which enables the fire crews outside to exactly locate those left inside.  James won £1000 and The Duke of York’s unique rose bowl trophy.

Peter Hobson (18), from Ponteland Community High School, Tyne and Wear, was named as the Young Engineer who will join Tanya Budd representing the UK at the 2006 International Science and Engineering Fair (ISEF) with his innovative Concept Land Yacht design, using revolutionary solid sail technology.

St. Swithun’s School, Winchester, was named as the Young Engineers’ Club of the Year

Ruairi Armstrong and Michael Hunter, both 9, from Coulter Primary School, in South Lanarkshire, won the K’Nex Challenge.

Young Engineers Show how they will Shape the Future

Britain’s most talented young engineers converged on the Old Royal Navy College in Greenwich today took part in the 2005 Annual Celebration of Engineering in the hope of winning the coveted titles of Young Engineer for Britain (YEB), Young Electronic Designer of the Year (YEDA), Young Engineers Club of the Year, or K’Nex champions and sharing in the £50,000 prize fund. The results were declared at a celebratory dinner this evening with prizes being presented by TV presenter Richard Hammond.

Thirty one students in four age groups from 12-19 from across the UK, who have worked on their projects over the past year and been selected from eleven regional finals, competed for the YEB and YEDA titles, another forty children aged between 10-18 representing ten Young Engineers Clubs were short listed for Club of the Year, whilst a further twenty-two children aged 9-11 were up for the K’Nex Challenge, in which they had to use K’Nex to build a space station against the clock. YEB and YEDA projects ranged from a new innovation to rescue sailors overboard who may be suffering from hyperthermia, to a device which helps firemen locate people trapped in blazing buildings. Sports were also much in mind with projects ranging from an automatic raking gadget for sand pits at athletics events, which came hot on the heels of London’s successful 2012 Olympics bid, to an electronic squash scoring device.
