YOUNG ENGINEERS MAKE MASSIVE IMPACT AT THE BIG BANG FAIR
Schools Create a Talent Explosion
At last week’s Big Bang Fair held in Manchester, David Boyd (18) from Cambridge House Grammar School, Ballymena, Northern Ireland was named the 2010 Young Engineer for Britain Competition winner in the Senior Age group (16-19) for his special sheep pen that is designed to encourage ewes to adopt orphaned lambs.  Already in use on his family’s farm, the invention has been a great success and commercial orders are likely to follow.  David won a unique Rex Garrod trophy constructed from scrap materials, a netbook pc and a cheque for £1,500.
The winner of the junior category (12-16) of the Young Engineer for Britain Competition was Aseem Mishra (15) of Hymers College, Hull with his project ‘Drum Lights’.  Aseem could be heard all across the exhibition floor as he demonstrated his project with some impressive drum playing, which illuminated each drum in bright colours as it was struck. He also won £1500, a netbook pc and Rex Garrod trophy.
In addition to the Young Engineer for Britain Competition Awards, several Young Engineer for Britain finalists also scooped top awards in the National Science and Engineering Competition and in the CREST Awards.

The National Science and Engineering Competition Young Engineer of the Year was Shawn Brown (19), from Ysgol Llanbedr Pont Steffan, Lampeter in Wales with his bamboo-framed solar-powered electric tri-cycle.  Shawn was also a Young Engineer for Britain finalist having won through to Manchester from the 2009 Welsh Big Bang Fair.  Shawn also won the Young Engineer for Britain Competition Award for Design, Innovation and Presentation.
Another Young Engineer for Britain finalist, James Popper (18), who is a student at Marlborough College, Wiltshire won six major prizes. James had the idea of designing a unique alarm system for domestic cookers after a chip-pan fire destroyed a relation’s kitchen and put lives at risk.  Judging by the interest shown at the Fair and once approved for domestic use, this product has massive commercial potential. James certainly has every intention of bringing the device to market.
James’, Aseem’s, David’s and Shawn’s projects were just four of the many highlights in the excellent showing of Young Engineer for Britain projects at the Fair. 
Other Main Winners
Among the other projects to win awards was a GPS Tracking System designed to monitor the positions of multiple groups taking part in the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award Scheme, which rather fittingly won The Duke of York’s Award for the most creative use of electronics. This was designed by nineteen year-old James Buckley from King Edward’s School in Birmingham. James also won a place to represent Young Engineers at the forthcoming International Science and Engineering Fair in San Jose, California. He will be accompanied by James Popper making the UK engineering contingent a very powerful team.
Young Engineer Club Awards

Showing some of the many projects undertaken by their members over the course of the past year, ten Young Engineer clubs from across the UK were also at the Big Bang to compete for the title Young Engineer Club of the Year.  Judged on teamwork, project management, engineering skills and problem solving as well as the diversity of their clubs’ projects, the students proudly showed what can be achieved in this extra-curricular type of activity.

The Young Engineers Club of the Year 2010 was named as St Bede’s Young Engineers Club, Peterlee, Co Durham.  The club wins an impressive Rex Garrod Trophy and Lloyd’s Register Educational Trust Silver Salver and a cheque for £1,000.  The club Network receives significant support from the Lloyd’s Register Educational Trust.
